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Let’s meet to talk about what matters to you. 
Your collective agreement expires next year and 
we want your help in developing claims for its  
re-negotiation.

In response to the discussion sheets circulated by NZEI earlier this year, principals 
delivered three clear messages:

■	 Maintaining pay parity with your secondary colleagues remains the #1 priority

■	 You don’t want national standards to lead to high stakes “league tables”

■	 You are concerned about the impact on pay relativities and principal 
recruitment that the introduction of the extra 10,000 units to the primary 
sector is having / will have. 

With a changing political landscape, economic recession and dramatic changes 
in education, your views are more important than ever. Come to NZEI’s primary 
principal meetings in your area in September (see enclosed schedule for dates and 
venues) and have your say. 

 



●	Concerns that there are now teachers/middle managers in 
some schools getting more pay than U1,2 or 3 principals?

●	Any other ideas about how your collective agreement  
could be improved?
